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Read : Philippians 4:8  Have a Positive New Year!

Do you see the
silver lining in every dark cloud or do you only see the dark cloud? Do you focus on the positive
or good side of people, or do you only see the negative or bad side? It is easy to get caught up in
negativity...always pointing out what you don’t like. It’s so easy to see what’s wrong with the
world and the people around us and judge them accordingly. We live in a negative culture; just
watch the news and see how many positive stories make the news...not many...sad isn’t it? In
our society we seem to always be comparing ourselves with one another, always wanting more
and never being content or fully satisfied with what we have...always wanting better...and
putting down those who don’t measure up to our expectations.

Sometimes it is not easy to be positive...that is where faith comes in...seeing what is not visible.
My prayer for you is for you to choose a positive attitude and live a positive faith filled life in
