We should not look at Him and expect that it's His "job" to bless us
without a thank you in return. Just like my son who needed a reminder to appreciate the things he
has, the family he is blessed with, and to be thankful for the loving heavenly Father who watches
over him, we too need to be reminded. How great is the Father's love for us. How awesome are
His deeds.
